A Spanish radio program on one of the major radio broadcasts, the Cadena SER,
invited us (Annabel and Txetxu) to participate in the interview of Pilar Zabala, a Basque
human rights activist whose brother, Joxi Zabala, was kidnapped in the south of France and
brutally murdered by the illegal Spanish government-sponsored counter-terrorist group,
GAL (Grupos Antiterroristas de Liberacion—Antiterrorists Groups of Liberation), on
October 15, 1983 in San Sebastian, at the headquarters of the Civil Guard (a Spanish police
force). His body and that of his close friend Josean Lasa, also kidnapped and murdered by
the GAL on the same day, went missing and their bodies were identified 10 years after their
disappearance. They had been taken to Alicante (on the Mediterranean coast) and executed
there. They were 22 years old. Zabala and Lasa were kidnapped and tortured to death
because of their being falsely identified as belonging to the Basque terrorist group
ETA. Those responsible for the crimes on the Spanish Guardia Civil force and in the
Ministry of the Interior were tried and found guilty. This caused a huge political scandal in
Spain at the time and the imprisonment of government and police officials, although they
were quickly pardoned.
